crusting on the eyelids, excess tear
production or discharge from the eyes,
dry eyes, staining, swelling or irregular
appearance of the front of the eyes
(comea), flaking in the skin of the
eyelids, a numb sensation in or around
the eyes, tired eyes, allergic reactions, a
feeling that something is in your eyes,
decreased or blurred vision, double
vision, and sensitivity to light.

Other possible side effects include:
Bad taste in the mouth, nausea, diarrhea
or abdominal pain, headache, dizziness,
and skin inflammation.

If any of the side effects get serious; or if
you notice any side effects not listed in
this leaflet, please tell your doctor or
pharmacist.

5.How to store CIPROFLOXACIN
Drops

+Store CIPROFLOXACIN Drops in the
original container away from direct light.
Store below 30°C.

*Keep this medicine in a safe place
where children cannot see or reach it.
*Throw away the bottle after 4 weeks of
first opening.

6.Contents of the pack and product
description

What CIPROFLOXACIN Drops contain:
The active substance is Ciprofloxacin
hydrochloride 0.3% wiv.

The other ingredients are benzalkonium
chloride, sodium acetate, disodium
edetate, glacial acetic acid, mannitol and
water for injection.

What CIPROFLOXACIN Drops looks
like and contents of the pack:
CIPROFLOXACIN Drops is a clear and
colorless liquid supplied in a pack of 10 mL
bottle with screw caps.

1.What CIPROFLOXACIN Drops are
and what they are used for

Category: Antibacterial
CIPROFLOXACIN  drops contain
Ciprofloxacin hydrochloride, which
belongs to a group of medicines called
fluoroquinolone antibiotics.
CIPROFLOXACIN is used to treat
bacterial infections of the eye, including
conjunctivitis and corneal ulcers.

2.What you need to know before you
use CIPROFLOXACIN Drops
Caution

Do not use CIPROFLOXACIN if you:

+Are allergic (hypersensitive) to

Ciprofloxacin, any other "quinolone"
antibiotics (e.g. nalidixic acid), or any of
the other ingredients of this medicine.
+Are wearing soft contact lenses. These
should be removed whilst you are using
CIPROFLOXACIN Drops.

‘Do notuse CIPROFLOXALCIN eye
drops in children under 12 months of
age.

Other medicines and CIPROFLOXACIN
Drops:

«Tell your doctor or pharmacist if you are
taking, have recently taken, or might
take any other medicines.

*If you are using other eye drops or eye
ointments, leave at least 5 minutes
between each medicine. Eye ointments
should be administered last.

* CIPROFLOXACIN Drops contains
Benzalkonium chloride, which may
cause eye irritation and is known to
discolor soft contact lenses; therefore,
contact with such lenses should be
avoided. If you wear contact lens you
should remove it prior to application and
wait at least 15 minutes before putting
your lenses back in.

Driving and using machines:
CIPROFLOXACIN Drops can cause
temporary blurring of vision after
application to the eye. Wait until your
vision is clear whilst driving or using
machines.

Pregnancy, breast-feeding and
fertility:

If you are pregnant, think you may be
pregnant or are planning to have a baby,
ask your doctor or pharmacist advice
before using this medicine.

3.How to use CIPROFLOXACIN Drops
Always use this medicine exactly as
described in this leaflet or as your doctor
or pharmacist has told you.

How much to use for adults, the
elderly and children
The dose of this medicine will be

different for different patients. Follow
your doctor's orders or the directions on
the label. The following information
includes only the average doses of this
medicine.

*The usual dose for corneal ulcers is:
While you are awake,

Day 1: 2 drops in the affected eyes every
15 minutes for the first 6 hours. 2 drops
in the affected eyes every 30 minutes for
the remainder of the first day.

Day 2: 2 drops in the affected eyes every
60 minutes.

Days 3 - 14: 2 drops in the affected eyes
every 4 hours.

*The usual dose for conjunctivitis is:
While you are awake,

Days 1 - 2: 1 drop in the affected eyes
every 2 hours.

Days 3 - 7: 1 drop in the affected eyes
every 4 hours.

Instructions for use

If you wear soft contact lenses these
must be removed during treatment of the
eyes with CIPROFLOX ACIN Drops.
1.Before opening a new bottle of
CIPROFLOX ACIN Drops, please check
that the safety strip on the bottom of the
outer cap is unbroken.

2.Twist the outer cap to break the seal.
3.Wash your hands well before use.
4.Remove the outer cap. If you are
putting in the drops yourself, you should
use a mirror.

5.Tilt your head back and look up at the
ceiling.

6.Pull the lower lid of the eye out to form
a small pocket between your eyelid and
your eye.

7.Hold the container between the thumb
and middle finger of the other hand, turn
the bottle upside down near to your eye,
try not to touch your eye with the nozzle.
8.Apply enough pressure to the
container to release one to two drops; or
as directed by your doctor.

9.Blink your eye a few times.

10.1f you think that you have missed your
eye, then insert another drop.
11.Repeat steps 5-10 in the other

eye; if you have been told to use
CIPROFLOXACINDrops in both eyes.
12.Replace the outer cap on the bottle,
trying not to touch the applicator tip with
anything, including the eye or your
fingers.

13.Wash your hands.

If you use more CIPROFLOXACIN
Drops than you should:

If you are at all concerned that you have
used too much of this medicine, contact
your doctor or pharmacist.
CIPROFLOX ACIMDrops are for external
use only.

If you forgetto use CIPROFLOXACIN
Drops:

Use a single drop as soon as you
remember, and then go back to your
regular dosing routine. However, if it is
almost time for your next dose, skip the
missed dose before going back to your
regular dosing routine. Do not use a
double dose to make up for the one
missed.

If you stop to use CIPROFLOXACIN
Drops:

You should keep using
CIPROFLOXACIN Drops for as long
as your doctor has instructed. Your
treatment is helping your condition, even
if you have not noticed a difference in
how you feel. Should you need to stop
your treatment, your doctor will advise
you how to do this.

4.Possible side effects

Like all medicines, this medicine can
cause side effects; although not
everybody gets them.

Most side effects from
CIPROFLOXALCIN eye drops occur in
or around the eye.

These include:

redness, itching, irritation, pain, swelling
or discomfort in or around the eyes and/or
eyelids, white precipitate in the eyes or
crusting on the eyelids, excess tear
production or discharge from the eyes,
