What drops looks like and
contents of the pack:

drop is a clear and colorless
liquid supplied in a 10 mL bottle with a
screw cap.
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Tetracaine 0.5%

Category: Anesthetic
drops contain tetracaine
hydrochloride which belongs to a group
of medicines called local anesthetics.
drops are used to numb or
block the feeling of pain in your eyes
during short term medical procedures.

2.What you need to know before you
use drops

Caution

Do not use if:

*You are allergic (hypersensitive) to
tetracaine hydrochloride, other similar
types of local anesthetics, or any of the
other ingredients of this medicine.

*You are wearing soft contact lenses.
These should be removed whilst you are
applying drops.

*You are being treated with a group of
medicines called sulphonamides.

Take special care with

drops:

*Your eye drops are not intended for
long term use. Frequent use of local
anesthetics in the eye over long periods
of time may severely affect your
eyesight.

Do not touch or rub your eye while your
eye is numb. You may scratch the
surface of the eye and damage it. You
should protect your anesthetized eye
from dust particles, which could cause
infections.

*Do not use eye drops in
premature babies.
Other medicines and drops:

«Tell your doctor or pharmacist if you are
taking, have recently taken, or might
take any other medicines.

«If you are using other eye drops or eye
ointments, leave at least 5 minutes
between each medicine. Eye ointments
should be administered last.

o drops contain benzalkonium
chloride, which may cause eye irritation
and is known to discolor soft contact
lenses. Therefore, contact with such
lenses should be avoided. If you wear
contact lenses you should remove them
prior to application and wait at least 15
minutes before putting your lenses back
in.

Driving and using machinery:
drops can cause temporary
blurring of vision after application to the

eye. Wait until your vision is clear before
driving or operating machinery.

Pregnancy, breast-feeding and fertility:
If you are pregnant, think you may be
pregnant or are planning to have a baby,
consult your doctor or pharmacist before
using this medicine.

3.How to use drops

Your doctor will not prescribe this
medicine for you to use on your own.
This medicine has been specifically
developed for use by your doctor to
numb the feeling in your eye(s) while
they are treating it'them; it is not to be
used long-term.

The usual dose is one drop into your
eye(s) before starting the eye treatment
procedure.

Instructions for use
If you wear soft contact lenses these
must be removed during treatment of the
eyes with drops.
1.Before opening a new bottle of
drops, please check that the
safety strip on the bottom of the outer
cap is unbroken.
2.Twist the outer cap to break the seal.
3.Wash your hands well before use.
4.Remove the outer cap. If you are
putting in the drops yourself, you should
use a mirror.
5.Tilt your head back and look up at the
ceiling.
6.Pull the lower lid of the eye out to form
a small pocket between your eyelid and
your eye.
7.Hold the container between the thumb
and middle finger of the other hand, turn
the bottle upside down near to your eye,
try not to touch your eye with the nozzle.
8.Apply enough pressure to the
container to release one to two drops, or
as many as directed by your doctor.
9.Blink your eye a few times.
10.If you think that you have missed
your eye, put another drop into it.
11.Repeat steps 5-10 for the other eye;
if you have been told to use
drops in both eyes.

12.Replace the outer cap on the bottle,
trying not to touch the applicator tip with
anything, including the eye or your
fingers.

13.Wash your hands.

If you use more
you should:
If you are at all concerned that you have
used too much of this medicine,
immediately rinse your eye(s) with
plenty of warm water or saline and
continue rinsing for 15 minutes. If
irritation, pain or swelling continue
beyond 15 minutes, contact your doctor
or pharmacist.

4.Possible side effects
Like all medicines, this medicine can

cause side effects; although not
everybody experiences them.
Most side effects from eye

drops occur in or around the eye.

These include:

«Stinging or burning  sensation,
prolonged blurred vision, watery eyes,
light sensitivity, swelling of the cornea,
and eye pain.

If any of the side effects get serious or if
you notice any side effects not listed in
this leaflet, please tell your doctor or
pharmacist.

5.How to store drops
+Store drops in the original
container away from direct light. Store
below 30 °C.

*Keep this medicine in a safe place
where children cannot see or reach it.
<Throw away the bottle after 4 weeks of
first opening.
